Saving Your Home:
Steps to Getting Help

DON'T WAIT UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE! As
soon as you know you are getting behind or go-
ing to be behind in your mortgage, contact a
HUD -certified housing counselor. Skyline CAP
has housing counselors available at all three lo-
cations in Orange, Madison, and Greene coun-
ties.

Assemble all of your mortgage -related docu-
ments. If you have multiple mortgages, assem-
ble the documents from all of them.

If you ended up with an Adjustable Rate Mort-
gage and you didn’t know or if any of the loan
terms were unclear to you, there may have been
fraud. Be prepared to address this by taking
notes about what happened when you reached
an agreement and signed your documents.

Be prepared to make changes. If you are un-
able to make your monthly mortgage payments,
you will need to alter your monthly spending
habits. In order to convince a lender to modify
a mortgage, they will require proof that the
homeowner will be able to make payments go-
ing forward. A revised household budget will be
part of the loan modification package. Your
housing counselor can work with you to deter-
mine areas where spending can be reduced.
Remember that you should not face your
foreclosure alone. Help is available.

How to Avoid Scams When
Getting Foreclosure Help

The best way to avoid a scam is to work with a
HUD -certified housing counselor. If you choose to
work with a lawyer or someone else, here are some
red flags to look for up front, according to the Federal
Trade Commission:

x Guarantees to stop the foreclosure process, no
matter what your circumstances;

x Instructs you not to contact your lender, lawyer,
or credit or housing counselor;

x Collects a fee before providing you with any ser-
vices;

x Accepts payment only by cashier’s check or wire
transfer;

x Encourages you to lease your home so you can
buy it back over time;

x Tells you to make your mortgage payments di-
rectly to them, rather than your lender;

x Tells you to transfer your property deed or title
to it;

x Offers to buy your house for cash at a fixed
price that is not set by the housing market at
the time of sale;

x Offers to fill out paperwork for you;

Pressures you to sign paperwork you haven't
had a chance to read thoroughly or that you
don’t understand.

If you are seeking help from anyone doing these
things, fraudulent activities can be reported to the
Federal Trade Commission, the Virginia Attorney
General’s office, or the local police.
