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SERVICES OFFERED

**All program clients/participants must meet income and residency requirements**

	EMERGENCY PROGRAMS	

Emergency Assistance (Greene, Madison and Orange counties) assists with payment toward transportation and medical expenses, past due utility or rent/mortgage payments and food, when an unexpected crisis occurs. Assistance is limited to a specific amount and is offered in conjunction with budget counseling, short-term case management and referrals are made where applicable. Other resources within the county can provide additional assistance for those bills that exceed the allowable amount.

Emergency Home Repair (Greene, Madison and Orange) provides funding support and/or referral services to client households in need of health and safety repairs to their homes. Matching funding is required which may be in the form of donated materials or labor to defray the cost to the agency.

Emergency Homelessness Prevention (Greene, Madison and Orange) is a referral service to Albemarle Housing Improvement Program (AHIP) in Albemarle County or Culpeper Community Development Corporation in Culpeper County to provide short-term financial support in the form of deposits and or rent payments (up to three months) for families moving into a home or behind in their payments. Eligible participants are homeless families or families about to be evicted.

Skyline C.A.P. Thrift Shop (located in Stanardsville, Greene County) offers seasonal clothing for adults and children at minimal cost or, in emergencies, at no cost at all. Community volunteers operate the shop. 

Added in 2009, Orange County Thrift Shop offering a small selection of children, ladies , men’s clothing and a limited selection of small household items. The Store is open on certain days. 



	EDUCATION PROGRAMS	

Head Start (Greene Madison, Rappahannock, Page, Warren and Shenandoah) is a comprehensive developmental preschool program for children aged 3 to 4 with a strong family support and parent involvement component.

Project Discovery (Madison) encourages participating high school students to broaden their horizons. Most students come from low to moderate income households and would be the first in their families to attend college or pursue education after high school.  Through workshops conducted at Madison County High School, field trips to college campuses and service activities in the community, the students are empowered with the tools needed for success after graduation, and some are inspired to be the first in their family to pursue a higher education.


	   HOUSING PROGRAMS           

Housing Choice Voucher Rental Assistance Program 
(Formerly Section 8 Rental Assistance) –Operating in Greene, Madison and Orange County, this program assists eligible families with safe, affordable housing through a subsidized voucher or certificate program that provides financial help with monthly rental and utility payments. Skyline CAP, Inc. administers this program for VA Housing Development Association (VHDA) funded through Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

Indoor Plumbing and Plumbing Rehabilitation (Greene, Madison and Orange) clients are referred to AHIP (Albemarle Housing Improvement Program) or Rapidan Better Housing for repairs to owner-occupied dwellings that have no water or wastewater systems or have failed systems or systems that do not meet basic housing standards. Skyline C.A.P. provides application and case management services and some funding through Housing Opportunities Made Equal or H.O.M.E.

Skyline HOME Repair (Greene) uses HOME funds distributed by the Thomas Jefferson Planning District Commission to make repairs that address the client’s entire dwelling and at completion, must pass a HUD Housing Quality Standards inspection.  The Greene County HOME Action Plan addresses priority projects for rehabilitation of substandard owner-occupied homes with highest priority to the elderly and disabled.

Comprehensive Housing Counseling (Greene, Madison and Orange) provides household budgeting, pre occupancy and post occupancy counseling, limited financial planning, mortgage default counseling, rental delinquency counseling, reverse equity for the elderly (HECM), homelessness prevention and education on predatory lending practices and Fair Housing issues. Skyline C.A.P. is an approved Housing Counseling agency through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

The First Time Home-Buyers Program (Greene, Madison and Orange) offers budgeting and home buyer education information to clients wishing to purchase a home. During this educational process, budgeting skills are taught, as well as investigation into and cleaning up of credit history.  Additionally, sections on legal aspects of home purchasing and ownership, insurance issues, Fair Housing issues, Predatory Lenders, maintenance issues and mortgage shopping skills are learned. 

Added in 2009, Foreclosure Prevention counseling that works with housing counseling agents to provide assistance to clients who are in pre- foreclosure or in foreclosure and need help when working with mortgage companies. The Agency has a limited amount of funds to assist with mortgages in delinquency. 

Added in 2009, Energy Efficiency Specialist to provide one on one energy efficiency counseling to individuals and families who are experiencing high utility bills. 


	SUPPORT SERVICES	

Skyline C.A.P. sponsors these programs outside the agency, providing financial help and/or referral services, when applicable:
The Madison Free Clinic provides free medical services to low income clients in Madison County.
Rapidan Better Housing, in Orange and Madison counties, provides emergency home repair services to clients.
Stanardsville Baptist Church Food Bank/G.R.A.C.E. makes emergency food vouchers available to Greene County residents and assists with Emergency Assistance.
The Summer Enrichment Program, run by the Orange County Office on Youth, provides additional learning experience for Orange County children needing further preparation before entering kindergarten.

Each year the Agency strives to support a local organization with a monetary donation. In 2010, Madison County Boys and Girls Club- serving youth grades 5 and 6 and the Madison Literacy Council will receive support from Skyline CAP, Inc.  
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
