Head Start- A preschool program for 3 and 4 year olds from income eligible families, including children with dibilities, which improves
their chances of doing well in school and provides a positive environment, school readiness, meatsiess to health care and other services
to their families.

Project Discovery- Helping low income high school students continue education after high school. Workshops include ficéal aid, study
skills, self esteem and trips to college cames.

Emergency Assistance Programs that assist lowincome individuals or families with past due rent or utility payments when they have an
unexpected crisis.

Foreclosure Prevention Program- Helps clients prevent foreclosure with a combination of counseling and funding to bring their mortge
payment current.
