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Skyline CAP, Changing Its Name, But Not Its Mission

Skyline CAP, Inc. has been doing business in our local area for almost 20 years. Many
people know the “CAP” but don't have much of an idea about what the CAP means. Even those that
benefit from progams often are not sure, but they do know about the services. Now, in an effort to
be clear about the role the agency plays as a partner within the social service community, the Agenc
is changing its name to Skyline Community Action Partnership.

Accordng to Kim Frye Smith, Executive Director of Skyline CAP, “The new name is just
another way to emphasize the Agency’s work with community partners. Over the years, partnerships
with community organizations and service providers have helped the Agenagiepessistance to
individuals, children and families in Madison, Greene and Orange County. As Skyline Community
Action Program, we developed far beyond being ‘just a program’ providing a community service.
We’'ve developed into a community action parthgs So, the logicahext step for the Agency was
to make a move to create a better picture of what we do and who we are."

On August 24, the agency's Board of Directors agreed that Skyline Community Action
Partnership would be a better fit. Still SkyliGAP, and still the service provider it's always been, the
small name change reflects a renewed commitment on the part of the agency to work in partnership
with local community service providers as well as other Community Action Agencies across the state
ard nation to serve neighbors in need. There3&ether Community Action Agencies in Virginia
and the more than 1,000 Community Action Agencies nationwide. Community Action Agencies were
established as part of the federal Aptiverty Act of 1964. Theagpl of the CAAs nationwide
network is to increase sesifficiency for our clients, giving a hand up instead of a hand out.

Skyline Community Action Partnership does this work in Greene, Madison, and Orange
counties here in Virginia’s Piedmont with a wdy of services that help provide stable housing,
access to resources and assistance, and opportunities for education.

Because a good education is the foundation of success, Skyline operates Head Start, a
preschool program for families in poverty. 38kg C.A.P. Head Staris in Madison, Greene,
Rappahannock, Warren, Page, and Shenandoah counties.

In Virginia, 21.5 percent of individuals without a high school education are living in poverty
and 9.4 percent of those with only a high school edugatccording to the U.S. Census Bureau
American Community Survey. Because of this, Skyline also offers Project Discovitsdison
County,a college preparedness program for high school students

In all three counties, Skyline offers otime Emergencyssistance for individuals unable to
meet monthly housing or utility payments. The agency also administers the Housing Choice Voucher
Program (formerly known as Section 8). HPBrtified housing counselors are available to provide
assistance for firsime homeowners or those facing foreclosure. Emergency Home Repairs are also
part of the housing stabilization programs offered by Skyline Community Action Partnership.
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Skyline has also added two new programs with additional funding provided from the
American Recovery and Ravestment Act (ARRA). In addition to providing foreclosure
counseling, funding is now available to help homeowners who are behind become current with
mortgage payments. The second innovative program being offered by Skyline CAEnsrgg
Efficiency program designed to help both homeowners and renters develop a plan to save on their
utility bills.

Skyline CAP’s also opened a new office in Orange County at 115 Chapman Street that
includes an upscale thrift shop selling new or gerglyduclothing. Plans are underway to expand the
agency'’s thrift store in Stanardsville and should be open by late October. Donations and volunteers
are always needed to help support these programs. Revenues from both stores help support the
agency'’s varias programs.
